Review:

· Ask question to have students earn Engineering Bucks

· Examples – What is a gear? What are the 3 type of gears? What is locomotion? What does the gearbox represent?(skeleton)
Lesson : Motor, Power Source, Switch
Pass out worksheet

Review worksheet with class.

Motor – Makes everything move, it is like the muscles in our bodies
Power Source – Responsible for powering the motor.  This is like our heart that pumps blood so our body can operate.

Switch – Responsible for turning your robot on and off.  This is like our brains.  Our brains direct our bodies what to do.

Challenge: Experimenting with Motor, Power Source and Switch

1. Assemble all 3 together to make them operate.
2. Build a gearbox and attach the Motor, Power, and switch

3. Attach the motor to the gearbox a different way.
Pass out boxes to students sitting properly first.
